	Use of ICT
	Simulations and Role Playing Games:

Each school will design a localised version of a transportation problem scenario. Groups of 5 players in participating local schools will engage within their own schools in discussions of the policy task online (e.g. through video conferencing, online chat or email) and then exchange scenarios with international schools.

2 – 5 Online Cash Studies:

Each school (Asian and European) develops a local case study on each themes and questions pertaining to the case for the students to interpret and discuss. The schools will then exchange cases, discuss the cases, or do a debate and learn about each other’s different approaches to the problems.
