The project is broken down into three different but related actions.





Phase 1:	recording of weather information in each school on the same day at the same time for a period of five days.  Collecting of synoptic weather charts for the same days.  Writing up a description of the weather for the last year – not technical but descriptive.  The analytical information and the top 2-4 descriptions from each location to be distributed on a group e-mail.  The data will be collected for the week beginning the 8th November and will be distributed to all groups by the 22nd November.





Phase 2:	Twinning will take place.  Students will have to create a pen picture of the influence of climate on different aspects of the life of a student in another part of the world.  The information needed for this can only be obtained by asking questions of the students in the other country.  The agreed headings for the investigation are:


clothes  ii)  food  iii)  houses  iv) past-times/sports and  v) types of holidays.  The final descriptive passages are then compiled and sent to the country that is being described, to check for factual inaccuracies.  During this phase it is hoped to make use of discussion forums and a platform called Interwise.





Phase 3:	The information will be uploaded to a project website.
