Three classes are cooperating in a multicultural webquest environment. A class in Neustadt, one in Luxembourg city and a third one in _____ ? define a certain amount of topics. The students of each class are divided into groups of more or less 4 participants. Each group chooses one particular subject (a.e. “Le Tour de France”, “Les plus beaux villages de Provence”, “La forteresse du Luxembourg”, “Les nouvelles technologies en Asie”), presents this subject in a short description, indicates some interesting links about the subject and formulates more or less 6 questions in relation to the subject. Those questions can be answered with the content provided by different means. Once a “quest” is established, a group of a class of another country, decides to take up the challenge to answer those questions in a detailed way using the provided links and other information. Then it is again the tour of the group who has established the quest: as they are the experts in this subject they have to give a feedback to the group who has analyzed the subject. Finally, if the analysis of the question is approved, it will be published as an article in an e-zine that can be read online.
