These teachers will be given a schedule that requires them to be online at a specific time. Their task is to supervise the online interactions and discussions in the E-Buddy and the Online Quizzes and Essay writing competitions. These two activities serve as the framework for this project. The participating students in the E-Buddy program from both Asia and Europe will work in pairs to develop e-materials as part of their tasks.





 These materials will be uploaded on the web-site and will be evaluated by a group of panels comprises of expert teachers from various background. The winners of this competition will get the chance to experience the culture by visiting their buddy’s home country. The coordinator and the team members will determine the topics for the development of the e-materials. 





In the Online Quizzes and Online Essay Writing Competition, students from both continents will have the opportunity to test their understanding on the subject matter. These activities are based on the teaching and learning materials uploaded on the web-site. These materials will be prepared and chosen by the coordinator and the team members. 





The selected teachers are also expected to provide online guidance to teachers and students who need assistance on the e-materials.
