In recent years, we frequently hear the disastrous events happening everywhere all over the world, and such events should be prevented by any means. As a part of the activity to counteract these miseries, we devote ourselves in the grass-roots activity: the “Peace Project”. Our project groups from Asia and Europe got together at the AEC world conference in Indonesia in 2003, to spread our peace ideas via Internet. Through the yearlong project activity, we proved its possibility to form a collaborative working system, as we see in the 2004 Award at the AEC world conference in Germany.





Our project is simple. Each group of students will write peace messages for the partner groups. Then later they are sent to their partner groups to be illustrated. Students will also be provided a space for discussion (Students’ forum) and exchange their peace ideas. All the illustration and stories will be published on the web pages and the result will be exhibited accordingly in each school at certain school events. 





As the 2nd phase of the Peace Project, we will try to integrate the 2 activities: The illustration & forum. Ms. Laakio-Whybrow made a research on the students’ forum and we realized that their discussion was mostly concentrated on February. We build up our discussion plan for our students to make full use of the phenomenon, which will enable our students to get interested in the collaborative works.





Also we will try to see the students’ growth in the forum discussion. We’ve tried to teach them the value of social manner through the “Netiquette” last year and it did work well, and in addition to it, we’ll try to let them evaluate illustration each other on the forum. This could enable them to realize how interesting /difficult it is to understand each other, which we believe could lead to a mutual understanding beyond our diversity.





Fortunately, we welcomed new member groups from Italy, Vietnam and Singapore with creative ideas & energy. (Calendar project in Italy, for example) We got to believe that we would do much more than the 2003 project.
