In every local community, there places which could be of touristic interest, especially from a ecological or cultural perspective.  A park, housing area, old buildings, places of worship and even homes can e interesting offbeat places which tourists might be interest if there are resources available for use by tourists or by guides.





Eco-Cultural Tourism is about groups of students from different countries of Asia & Europe creating a tourist experience of 1-2 new or not so well exploited site in the community so as to promote ecological or cultural understanding.  Groups of 6-10 students from 1 Asian school and 2 from European schools with participate in the research, formulation of strategies, exchange of information, discussion of improvements, and finalization of the tourist resources for the proposed ecological or cultural sites.  The resources created will enable young tourists to better appreciate the ecological or cultural value of these sites.





The final outcome of this project is a collection of resources for ecological or cultural sites that will help tourist become enriched when the materials are used.  These resources could be tried out on groups of participating students to evaluate their value and these may also be forwarded to the local tourist bureau for use or listing in the official tourist guides.
