The ‘lesson’ should include:


 Food Recipe


Description of ingredients


Instructions on cooking the specialty dish





Each group will participate in an online discussion (Q&A) on the related topics, in particular, the teaching of how to cook the family’s specialty dish. Each group will need to be specific in their instructions (text, photos, video), and provide illustration for their foreign friends on the ingredients used. 





Based on the instructions and any other information given, the partnering groups will attempt to do the cooking.  When necessary, actual air-mailing of ingredients will be carried out.


NOTE: Students are encouraged to keep the choice of food simple. Should air-mailing be a problem, students will advise on using substitutes.





During the actual cooking process, it is suggested that school can carry out a mini Food Festival where all the students can cook different dishes at the same time.  Alternatively, individual cooking process can also take place within the time-frame.  Video recording of the cooking process will be done and uploaded.





As per previous Virtual Homestay projects, an internet-based platform will be available for the exchange to take place.   The exchange includes interaction, posting of pictures and video clips.


Live chats will also be conducted to allow students to interact and perhaps, clarify difficulties incurred in the cooking process.
