-	analyse the results, make graphs etc.





Reading newspapers for 1 week with guided questions


-	make a summary of the contents (main news, most popular people, the proportion of domestic and international news, etc.)





Discussion forum


-	both the survey results and the reading week summaries will be discussed and compared (e.g. if the same international news items come up, how different is the coverage in different countries, what pictures are used etc.)





Final product


-	students will write an essay on what they found out and learned, and these will be uploaded on the project website
