Groups of 6-8 students from at least 2 participating schools will fix a period of virtual homestay with participant focus on food taboos. 





A) The host (3-4 students from one school) will first provide information on the different food taboos existing in their country.





The information should include:





Food taboos that are self-imposed (eg. People who chooses to be vegetarian)


Food taboos that are based on religious beliefs


Food taboos that are based on traditional beliefs


Food taboo that are based on nutritional values


Food taboo that are based on medical reasons


Food taboos that are based on environmental reasons








B) After the exchange of information, the host will select a particular food taboo to adopt, and will practise the adopted food taboo for 3 days (up to a week). During the adoption period, the participants are required to keep a diary and reflection log to record their lifestyle changes and any possible emotional ups and downs. 


If possible, a video filming of the 3 day programme could also be carried out.








C) Upon experiencing the lifestyle of adopting the chosen food taboo, the participants will now be better able to understand the physical, mental and emotional changes that their overseas partners live with.





The participants will then develop a mock dish of the forbidden food for their overseas partners to attempt preparing the dish.





Alternatively, the participants can also make a 15 seconds advertising clip to promote the consumption of a food taboo that is based on appearance or psychological barriers (eg. the consumption of an insect) or to discourage the consumption of certain food (eg. Meat)


Each group will participate in online discussion (Q&A) on the related topics, in particular, the better understanding of the taboos practised.





As per previous Virtual Homestay projects, an internet-based platform will be available for the exchange to take place. 


The exchange includes interaction, posting of pictures and video clips.


Live chats will also be conducted to allow students to interact and perhaps, clarify any doubts regarding the ‘adoption’ period.
