In other countries it is rare for uniforms to be worn. The desirability of school uniforms remains controversial among students, parents and educationalists. As a result of this some schools have abandoned uniform at the same time as others have adopted it. 


Dress may be relatively trivial in comparison with a lot of other issues, but on the other hand it is something which is genuinely global and that we are all confronted with on a daily basis and it is something most of our students are likely to have definite opinions on, which might not be the case with other global topics.
