Dreams play an important role in life. They provide us a vision for our future and help us make decisions about how we want to live our lives. They give us hope, and they inspire us. But it can be difficult to know what our vocations or life’s work should be. So, one clue is to look back at our childhood and remember what we spent most of your time doing, what completely engaged us. Most of students will refer to fairy tales dreams and it would be nice to let students share their most favourite fairy tales of their childhood. Students can reflect, then, on their childhood dreams and interests to arrive at a list of hopes and aspirations. They can then build their “dreamtrees”. 


But a dream to become true needs particular stepping stones: the goals. Goals can be considered the action steps we take each and every day to get from where we are today to the future we dream of having. In order to help students to succeed  at their dreams, teachers involved in the project will  let them talk and compare successful dreamers in the history of their own countries who they admire,  research and write biographies about them and how they  were successful in promoting their dreams.


The next step will let students reflect on when a dream can become a nightmare for us and/or for people where we suffer or let people suffer and live in a state of fear.             Street gangs have very powerful, self-destructive ambitions, usually related to criminal activity. If these people were inspired with positive goals, at an early age, they would be helping to build a better world. We are talking about millions of intelligent minds wasting away in prison, because of self-destructive dreams, people who could be living highly productive lives. So, when our dreams can become nightmares? When a political dream can become a nightmare for hundreds or thousands of people as in the case of the victims of holocaust?
