	Groups of 6-8 students from at least 2 participating schools will focus on traditional costume. 

A)
3-4 students from one school will first provide information on the different traditional costume existing in their country.

The information should include:

B)
After the exchange of information, the students will select a particular traditional costume to look into, and will have to experience making and wearing the costume using any workable material such as recycled newspaper and clothes. During the experiential process, the participants are required to keep a reflection log to record the experiential process and difficulties faced while they are making and wearing the traditional costume. 

If possible include a video filming of the making and wearing of the traditional clothes.

C)
Upon experiencing the making and wearing of the traditional costume, the participants will now be better able to understand the background, origins, style and significance of the design of the traditional costume that their overseas partners worn.

The participants will then develop at least one fusion design of theirs and the adopted traditional costume of their overseas partners.

Each group will participate in online discussion (Q&A) on the related topics, in particular, the better understanding of each other traditional costume.

As per previous projects, an internet-based platform will be available for the exchange to take place. 

The exchange includes interaction, posting of pictures and video clips.

Live chats will also be conducted to allow students to interact and perhaps, clarify any doubts regarding the ‘adoption’ period.


	

	RATIONALE FOR THE PROJECT:

	The objective of the project is to allow students to move know more of the traditional costume of different participating countries. Through the exchange of information, students will get the opportunity to know and understand the traditional costume worn by different countries and cultures. During the process, they will also get to exchange knowledge on each other traditional costume. The end-product aims that synthesising the new knowledge they have obtained, they will develop a new product.
