	SUMMARY / BRIEF DESCRIPTION ABOUT THE PROPOSED PROJECT

	The whole project is strongly based on groupwork in an attempt to eliminate "Knowledge or physical disabilities, to bridge all gaps among mixed-ability learners, to enhance English and Art in syllabuses, to stimulate both teachers and learners of English. Each participating school decides on the film or T.V commercial (usually a funny one) they want to make being facilitated by the teacher -coordinator. EFL teacher can help in simplifying the language (that is the lines) in case there are students who do not feel safe with their level of competency or proficiency in the English language.
