	SUMMARY / BRIEF DESCRIPTION ABOUT THE PROPOSED PROJECT

	This project aims to train Asian and European (12 – 18 years of age) students’ and develop their  journalistic writing skills while striving to be well-informed of the news issues and events and other information in their and other countries that are significant to people for one reason or another. These would involve writing of editorials for discussion of issues, news and feature for events and information. 

The project coordinators will work together to come up with a user-friendly, educational, informative, collaborative Internet space available to all of the partners (i.e., the Moodle Virtual Learning Environment (VLE)). This is a secure password protected space that will allow student-participants to upload their work, to store and share and to facilitate communication within the project. Features include journalistic writing tutorial boards, discussion boards, display boards, and calendars designed to facilitate collaborative work. 



	

	RATIONALE FOR THE PROJECT:

	Europe and Asia have a number of news issues and events, they may have different concerns and views depending on how they comprehend what they see, hear, and more particularly what they read. Oftentimes, Europe and Asia seem to get the limelight for TV/Radio Programs and printed pages which are prepared by veteran adults in the field. The coordinator strongly believes that it’s going to be a totally different presentation and handling of information in terms of sincerity, openness, innocence, and curiosity, when young people handle the flow of information.

The Filipino Team and would-be partners will aim to discover and develop the journalistic writing skills of our students, as well as keeping us all abreast with the many important and interesting issues, events, and concerns surrounding Europe and Asia; thus, the journey through journalism begins… 

Journalistic Writing Tutorial Board will be utilized to initially educate and train the students on the basics of news writing, feature writing, and editorial writing. A series of practice writing exercises will be given in each lesson/topic under each journalistic writing area.

The Display Board will likewise be put up to serve as the venue for the crafting part of the write-ups or articles (e.g. an avenue for copy reading, editing, revising, and final proofreading). Here, a collaborative effort to help and support each of the writers to make their article(s) grammatically correct, logically organized, clearly precisely and creatively written, etc. 

This project will try its best to make a comprehensive use of ICT as this will significantly help the young writers to facilitate exchanging of ideas, posting of queries, and constant communication not only with their fellow students but also with the teacher-partners of this project.

Student-participants need to individually submit at least 1 news article, 1 editorial article, and 1 feature article as outputs for completion of their participation. The coordinators will strive to ensure there’ll be no duplications of works.
