	Studies of tradition show that the people, independent from the place of their origin celebrate or grieve with very similar ways. There are many customs associated with weddings
 Their  preparations of  marriage, from the engagement to the wedding ceremony  the music,  dance,  the songs,  the gifts to the groom and the bride etc, there are very many common elements The ceremony of wedding is one of most beautiful in poetic beauty as much as one of the richest in symbolisms.
The European  and Asian partners would like to discover the similarities that exist between European and Asian culture through their exploration of  traditional wedding ceremonies in different areas of their country

Practical skills in the use of multimedia, digital photography and digital video recording as well as ICT skills and collaborative learning strategies are all potential areas for development in this project.

The project will encourage the use of ICT for practical and focused purposes - e.g. the exchange of profiles and discussions of the themes in the Moodle Forums and the production of a Wiki (linked pages in Moodle) as well as informal a-synchronous exchanges between pupils
