	SUMMARY / BRIEF DESCRIPTION ABOUT THE PROPOSED PROJECT

	The main project activities are: 1 – Work meeting of the project teams; 2 - Composing a common syllabus for Cross-Curricular Course; 3 – Elaboration of a web page and content design for multimedia; 4 - Special computer workshops for all teachers, involved in the project; 5 - Activities and events for pupils; 6 – Meeting the “Important other”; 7 - Evaluation of the methods used and sharing good practices; 8 – Final press-conference and reporting of the project activities.

Overall objective(s) 1.To contribute for development of educational activities in international view by involving students and teachers from Asian and European counties; 2. To improve the mutual understanding and enhance the capability of the schools to develop and implement joint projects within World measure.
Specific objective: To encourage international contacts and cooperation in the fields of education, local development and in the view of Global Sustainable development.

Concrete aims for teachers and pupils and parents and all those involved:

Appreciation of rights, privileges, and responsibilities of Global citizenship; Willingness to learn about problems of society in the past and present; Critical thinking and self-evaluation; Empathy, open-mindedness and mutual understanding; Tolerance and respect for individuals of different abilities, excluded groups and cultures; Appreciation of different points of view, diversity and multi-cultural, respect for other models of society; Respect and responsibility for the environment; Receptiveness to new ideas, willingness to change opinion, reservation at making judgements.

Expected results:

Printed /+CD/ - “Manual on the use of the web-page and DVD and using of ICT as a tool for communication and information”; Common syllabus prepared and published in the web-site; Designed web-site; Elaborated DVD – presentations; Implemented video-conference events /written on DVDs/; Publications and reports for national and international teacher’s conferences; Common questionnaires and teacher’s lectures, and other teachers materials, published in the web-page and CDs.

We will put together and disseminate the teaching module “Manual on the use of the web-page and DVD, and using of ICT as a tool for communication and information” - in printed form in a booklet and in CDs, and additionally in digitalised form on a digital platform. Also a DVD will be produced on work process which is made by all participating schools to show the parents, educational and municipality’s institutions as well as other schools.  We will create project space as a web site and all products will be presented in a public presentation for parents of the pupils, after the project ends. Final press-conference and presentation of the project results will be done at the teacher’s conferences. Links from the project web-site to e-twinning and Moodle platforms will be elaborated. The project will be presented to already established sites for sharing of good practices in teaching.



	

	RATIONALE FOR THE PROJECT:

	Aim of the School Development Project is to cooperate in raising the awareness about Global Citizenship by building a communicative, digital Global course together.  In this learning environment teachers create Learning Objects and pupils do research on different icons of heritage, habitat and homes of their national canon (‘diversity’) and consequently developing a Global canon (‘unity’). We have a cross-curriculum approach: English, choice of 1 other language, Geography, Historical Heritage, Civics, Ecology, ICT. We will establish and evaluate a database of the Learning Objects based on 4 levels for pupils ages 11-18: knowledge, competence and attitude on Global Citizenship. It seeks to link Global Citizenship to these levels. Main theme will be ‘Meeting the Important Other’. Metadata for the Learning Objects will be the reallife ever growing scale in which a child grows up: from family values, to neighbourhood, class, school, community, region, nation, and finally World.  Also the teachers, with the pupils, will explore new interactive activities, like digital debating, video-conferencing, and online role play in the classroom.

At the first stage of the project we will implement an initial meeting of the project teams.
Second we will compose the syllabus for Cross-Curricular Course. Project languages will be English.
Third stage of the project is elaboration of a web page and content design for multimedia. We will make design for partnership website and DVD on the teachers’ and pupils’ work process on distant learning. The activity also includes preparing of a “Manual on the use of the web-page and DVD and using of ICT as a tool for communication and information”.
Special computer workshops for all teachers, involved in the project will be executed. All teachers will edit the web-site and will work in three workshops together. They will upload their CVs, syllabuses of their teaching objects, pictures, DVD presentations, tests, and any other information. 

Activities and events for pupils: Establishment of Web-Editing Club for pupils, use of Google groups, teachers and students contributions, uploading of own presentations, Interactive Debate and Interactive Role-play and use of forum, Videoconferencing – communicating on Skype – students/students; students/teachers; students/politicians; teachers/politicians – all partner schools; Implementation of on-line activities on Global, national and traditional celebrations; Acquaintance with EU Institutions, geographical and cultural diversity of partner schools. At this stage pupils will demonstrate a video-conference to their parents.
