	TAO Project: Telecollaborative Learning Across the Curriculum


	

	SUMMARY / BRIEF DESCRIPTION ABOUT THE PROPOSED PROJECT

	The TAO project is a telecollaborative activity which aims to challenge the students to discover and understand the plight of Indigenous People’s groups in their locality, and to use ICT tools to produce multi-media presentations to share what they have learned. This is designed to help the students develop 21st Century Skills, such as effective communication skills, teamwork and collaboration, creative thinking, and information literacy.

The use of the word “TAO” for this project is not incidental. This project aims to encourage students to explore and reflect on their personal and cultural identity through a deeper understanding of Indigenous communities. It motivates students to connect to cultural roots which they may have been unaware of or which they may have neglected but which could well be a wellspring of learning for the present.



	

	RATIONALE FOR THE PROJECT:

	The Tao Project is a telecollaborative project. The use of the word “tao” to name this project is not incidental. It signifies tradition and roots of things. In Filipino, this is the word for “human” or “person”. When the letter “y” is added between vowels “a” and “o”, the word transforms into “tayo”, meaning “us” – giving the “tao” a social dimension. “Tao” is encompassing, as it does not identify specific social group to exclude others, but refers to all kinds of people from different socio-cultural backgrounds.
By using the word “tao”, we are encouraged to explore and better understand our identity by looking into our own indigenous communities.  We are motivated to connect to our roots, which we may have long neglected, yet may be wellspring of learning for the present. The proponents of this project believe that it is pivotal, especially the young ones of today, to rediscover important parts of our identities by knowing who and what came before us, for it has been said that whatever greatness we have in the present is built on the works of the past. This paves the way for young people to learn more about the indigenous section of the national population and understand the importance of such knowledge. 
The project aims to enhance the subject areas of English, Filipino, and Social Studies. Thus, equip the students with the following 21st century skills:

· Interpersonal and Collaborative skills – to demonstrate teamwork and leadership, adapt to varies roles and responsibilities, work productively with others, exercise empathy,  respect diverse perspective.

· Information and Media Literacy skills - to analyze, access, integrate and create information in a variety of forms and media;

· Communication skills- to understand, manage and create effective oral, written and multimedia communication;

· Accountability and Adaptability - to exercise flexibility in school, workplace and community workplace contexts; setting and meeting high standards and goals for one’s self and others;

· Creativity and Intellectual Curiosity - to develop, implement and communicate new ideas to others; to open up and be responsive to new and diverse perspectives;

· Critical Thinking and Systems Thinking - to exercise sound reasoning in understanding the interconnection among systems and make complex choice; and 

· Self-direction- to monitor one’s own understanding and learning needs, locating appropriate resources and transferring them from one domain to another.
In this project, students work on complex, challenging tasks that would require them to think deeply about subject matters and manage their own learning through technology.
