	PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

	Backpacking, which historically was used to denote a form of budget, independent international travel, is now a lifestyle that has grown considerably. Low-cost airlines, budget accommodation, use of public transport as a means of travel, preference of youth hostels to traditional hotels, an interest in meeting the locals as well as seeing the sights differentiates backpacking from other forms of tourism.
Project task

Participating schools will organize groups of students from their school to collaborate with other participants from other schools.  

A. Participants will research on backpacking as a form of tourism. Participants will also research on the places of interest, types of festivities and experiential tours in their own countries. With the information, participants will design an itinerary of 3 days with a given budget [for a backpacker of specific interest, e.g. cultural aspects / historical aspects]. Itinerary includes 

· Places of interest

· Accommodation, meals and transport

· Local cultural experiences and festivities [highlight one event]. 

· Total cost of tour within budget. 

· Other details e.g.: traveler’s needs, weather (recommended months to visit), exchange rates, precautions, maps must be provided. 

B. With the itinerary, participants will create a virtual tour for other participants. Virtual tour may be presented in any of the following form:

· Travel guide booklet

· Video

· Photographic tour

· Audio or online guide. 

C. Participants will proceed to view the work of other groups and experience the virtual tour created for them. after experiencing the virtual tour, participants will 

· Reflect upon the experience their thoughts and the virtual tour. 

· Create a forum titled “Ask a ___________” [e.g. Ask a Singaporean]

· Participate in online chats for the exchange of views. 


	

	RATIONALE FOR THE PROJECT:

	The project aims to have the following outcomes:
· Allow participants to share and exchange knowledge and experiences in a personal setting with others from different cultures and geographical regions, thereby promoting global awareness among participants.

· Foster deeper understanding and greater appreciation for cultural diversity between participants of different countries and building friendships.

· Enable participants to gain ownership of their learning process through research and exchange of ideas on the ICT platform.

· Development of self-directed inquiry by applying creative and critical thinking skills in the interpretation of information.

· Enhance the level of awareness in participants of their own country as a tourist destination and the importance of the tourism industry

· To strengthen the collaborative skills by working effectively as a team.

	Participants have to contribute in the following areas:
· Participants will write a self portrait of and familiarize themselves with the project portal and project members from other schools

· Research on the places of interest, types of festivities and experiential cultural tours in their own countries.

· Design an itinerary for backpackers for 3 days [places of interests, local cultural experiences and festivities accommodation, meals, transport, cost and other details]

· Develop a product which acts as a virtual tour for the other participants to view.

· View each others’ work and reflection upon the virtual tour experience

· Present the information on the ICT project platform

· Create a discussion thread / forum “Ask a ______________” [e.g. Ask a Singaporean”]

· Attend online discussions / live chats and interact with other participants through the use of communication tools available on the ICT platform
