	PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

	The Project is divided into five categories and three levels of presentation.

It is also divided into three phases.

There are three obligations in this project. Every participating school selects a top five in every category referring to their own country or region and presents them at one of the three levels described earlier.  The participating school chooses one or several categories to review. They can try to bake a cake from another country, build a model of a famous building, or try to learn more about a famous person like an inventor from another region.  The students document their work with the same categories and levels as described in phase one.  And finally publish them on the website. Last but not least all schools must vote.
Categories:

1. Traditional dishes, pastries and local food. 

2. Holyday celebrations, ceremonies or other interesting traditions. 

3. Known buildings and local sightseeing or such. 

4. Local nature or wildlife experiences. 

5. Famous inventors, artists and so on.

Implementation of phase 1

Schools select a top five in every category referring to their own country or region. (Five times five) Depending on the ICT level there are 3 levels of presentation:

· Level1: Slideshows to describe the 25 candidates. 

· Level2: An interactive production to describe the candidates. 

· Level3: Create movies to describe the candidates.

Implementation of phase 2

Publish their material on a project website. The school chooses one or several categories to review. They can bake a cake from another country or build a model of a famous building.  Document their work with the same categories and levels as described in phase one.

Implementation of phase 3

Voting for the best contribution in phase two.  All participating schools must vote. As a conclusion every participating school will vote for the production that they feel promotes the understanding between cultures the most, and doing it in a creative way.


	

	RATIONALE FOR THE PROJECT:

	The essence of the project is to reduce the gaps of knowledge and to build bridges between the participating European and Asian countries. By letting the students in the participating schools find out more about the other countries through presentations in five different subject areas, and by letting them describe their top five charts within these areas. This will make the students realizing other countries traditions and ceremonies. It will also give the students an insight of how the younger generations reflects on old traditions. 
Summarizing the Project:

1. Look at one´s own heredity and environment and document it. 
2. Showing it to the rest of the participating schools. 
3. Work with some of the other schools choices and document it. 
4. Showing it to the rest of the participating schools. 
5. As a conclusion every participating school will vote for the production that they feel promotes the understanding between cultures the most, and doing it in a creative way.
