	SUMMARY / BRIEF DESCRIPTION ABOUT THE PROPOSED PROJECT

	Ecotourism is the travel to destinations where flora, fauna, and cultural heritage are the primary attractions. Eco’s tourists, ecologically and socially conscious individuals, enrich themselves by understanding the environment around them; it focuses on fostering respect for different cultures, personal growth and learning new ways to live on the planet. It gives them insights into our impacts as human beings and also a greater appreciation of our own natural habitats. Enable participants to gain ownership of their learning process, strengthen the collaborative skills through research and exchange of ideas on the ICT platform and working effectively as a team.

Development of self-directed inquiry by applying creative and critical thinking skills in the interpretation of information. 
5)
Enhance the level of awareness in participants of their own country as a tourist destination and the importance of the tourism industry. 
6)
