	PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

	Groups of 6-8 students from at least 2 participating schools will fix a period of virtual homestay with participants focusing on environmental friendly features in schools.  

A) Virtual Tour

1) Prepare a virtual Tour of your School and Home. The tour should include information on facilities and lessons (eg. Video-taping a lesson). 

B) Identification of ‘Good’ and ‘Problematic’ areas and Discussion

Based on a 3-day observation and the virtual tour, students are to summarise a list of areas that they have observed that are environmental-friendly and non-environmental friendly.

Student participants will then take part in forum discussion on the existing situations in their homes and schools to understand the level of environmental friendliness in different countries. 

From the discussion, students should take note of features that may help to improve the environmental friendliness of their own home and school. 

C) Compare and Contrast

Based on the forum discussion and itinerary uploaded by other members, student participants should prepare an analysis on the similarities and differences on environmental friendly features & measures that are in existent or lacking in the home and school environment. 

D) Problem solving

Using a decision-making matrix, student participants will pick up 3 main problematic areas to improve on.

Using the shared template uploaded, students will draft an action plan to work on the chosen areas. 

Student participants will have to conduct proper research on possible environmental friendly features they can adopt.

A forum discussion can be followed to allow student participants from different regions to collaborate through making suggestions for the possible solutions.

A period of 2-3 weeks will be provided for students to make regular observations in their homes and schools to check for improvement and effectiveness of their proposed action plan using a given template. (Example: Number of classrooms leaving their lights and fans on when class is not in use)

E) Sharing & Reflections

Students will then share about their experiences and difficulties faced during the implementation of their action plan. Students should also highlight how they have overcome the obstacles faced. 

At the end, all student participants should conclude the project through reflections on the tasks and what they have learnt from the project. They will also reflect on the benefits of working with students from another country and the collaboration they had with them.
As per previous Virtual Homestay projects, an internet-based platform will be available for the exchange to take place. 

The exchange includes interaction, posting of pictures and video clips.

Live chats will also be conducted to allow students to interact and discuss about the problems or possible solutions to enhance the environmental friendliness of the homes and school.

1. To allow participants from different backgrounds and cultures to engage in an interactive experiences

2. To provide a platform for common authentic learning and higher-order thinking for all student participants
3. To encourage greater independent and inter-dependent learning amongst students to produce new knowledge.
4. To acquire collaborative skills through working in a team to achieve common goals
5. To help forge lasting friendship and understanding amongst participants
6. To raise awareness for environmental-friendliness amongst students from different background.
