	PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

	The project consists essentially of the following parts: 

1.
The students familiarize with the ICT-platform and introduce themselves by uploading a self-portrait / introductions. 

2.
In a first step students will explore the Historical Buildings nearby their cities. They will find out how old these buildings and their historical background.  A statistics is made by each class to obtain average figures to compare the various results. 3.

4.

Thirdly if there is old music clips are available to those olden moment / historical buildings when these sites are in perfect order [like in Asian countries there is old music related to those area / regions sites like in India related to music with the TAJMAHAL] and Music related to CHINA WALL as well.
